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With the same arrogance with which they assume that Occidental
civilization is the summit of all possible civiIizations(m ------ Is there
any sign that the civilization now dominant in the West contains
the promise of leading mankind towards that unity of civilization
and culture of which our dreamers dream?

There is not the slightest indication that the West, having lost
every trace of ethical wisdom, will be able to solve unaided even
its own economic and spiritual problem, not to speak of the
problems of all mankind. On the other hand, their is a lot of
indication to the contrary. True, Western civilization possesses
great physical and scientific power: but it is also true that this
power has reached its present peak at the expense of social
morality, and that it now threatens to transform the earth into a
wilderness; ----the whole social aspect of Western civilization - its
entertainments- is overshadowed by the desire to stimulate sexual
appetites and to make promiscuity appear "reasonable"; the crass
materialism and the worship of money expressed; ----and so forth;
and lastly, the ethical frustration evident in the lack of any
agreement about the meaning of Good and Evil, and the
submission, in all social and economic matters, to the rule of
"expediency"-- that painted lady of the streets, willing to please
anybody, at anytime, whenever she is invoked: does all this (and

much more of the same kind) provides an indication that Western
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civilization possesses the spiritual quality necessary for

becomming the final, ideal civilization of mankind?(a')

The superiority of one culture or civilization over another does not
consist in the possession of a greater amount of material
knowledge-, but in its ethical energy, in its greater possibility to
explain and to co-ordinate all aspect of human life. And in this

respect Islam surpasses every other cuIture.( )
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The moral basis of modern Western civilization is incompatible
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with Islam ----to go further and to imitate Western civilization in its
spirit, its mode of life and its social organization is impossible
without dealing a fatal blow to the very existence of Islam as a

theocratic polity and a practical reIigion.(“)
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On the whole these "reformist" activities resulted in subordinating

the ethics of Islam to the views prevalent in Europe: and so they

merely deepened the uneasy feeling of inferiority in the Muslims

and still further undermined their belief in the possibility of a
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reconstruction of their society on truly Islamic lines. While the
misguided, though well intentioned, endeavours of our early
"liberals" undermined the Muslims' belief in possibility of an Islamic
revival, the cultural masquerade of their successors is based on
conscious or sub-conscious denial of the desirability of such a
revival: - for our fashionable Muslim gentlemen have grown
accustomed to confusing "modernity’ with an apping of western
customs and any attempt to make the Shari'ah of Islam a basis of

hitherto been doing, different standards to our and their own
concerns. If liberty is something valuable, it must be recognized as
a moral and political right not only of the peoples of the West but
of the Muslim peoples as well. All in all, it is high time for the
occident to show its good will towards the Islamic World. ---it is
the moral duty of the Christians to approach the problems of the
Islamic World in the same spirit of justice and fair-play as they

approach, and demand for, their own concerns.("q)
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On the other hand, the Muslims themselves must become fully

conscious of the fact that untill now they have done very little to

make the teachings of Islam fully understandable to the West. A

new, cogent presentation of Islam by Muslim thinkers and writers

is dispensable for a mutual understanding between the two

worlds of faith: for, the ideology of Islam contains many a points

which is not a priori clear or intellectually appealing to a Christian.

------ Hence, it is the moral duty of the Muslims to bring the

intellectual premisses of Islam closer to the understanding of the
